RECOMMENDATION made and adopted in the 2011 Grand Chapter Session changed Grand Chapter Rules and Regulations, Article XV, Section 24(a), fourth sentence to read  as follows:  “Dual members may not hold the office of Worthy Matron, Worthy Patron, Associate Matron, Associate Patron, Secretary or Treasurer in more than one chapter at the same time.     
 
RECOMMENDATION to change the Internal Revenue Code of exemption from federal income taxation for the Order of the Eastern Star of North Carolina from 501(c)(8) to 501(c)(10) was adopted.

 This designation is not included in our “law book”; however, the following is given for clarification:  Organizations with an IRC 501(c)(8) must meet the following requirements:   It must have a fraternal purpose; it must operate under the lodge/chapter system; and it must provide for the payment of life, sick, accident, or other benefits to its members and have an established system for making these payments.
A fraternal organization that does not pay benefits to members may qualify under IRC 501(c)(10). The basic requirements under IRC501(c)(10 are: to operate under the
 
lodge/chapter system; to devote their net earnings exclusively to religious, charitable, scientific, literary, educational, and fraternal purposes, and does not provide for the payment of life, sick, accident, or other benefits.
